Call for Proposals

Andrew Mellon Foundation Awards to Support the Arts and Humanities 

At the American University of Beirut
Submission Deadline: April 15, 2012

This is to announce the third cycle of the Andrew Mellon Foundation awards program to support the Arts and Humanities at AUB. The Mellon Foundation awarded AUB a grant of $100,000 to promote and encourage cultural life on campus, which is being awarded for small and large project proposals from AUB faculty members.

So far, nine projects have been funded over the past two years for amounts ranging from $3,000 to $10,000.  Projects have included international conferences, theatrical and dance productions, interdisciplinary workshops, a student literary journal, and a graphic design exhibition. 

Proposals are now being accepted for the third-year cycle of grants for the 2012-13 academic year.  Proposals should be for projects that will stimulate interest and involvement in the arts and humanities and have a wide appeal.  Interdisciplinary projects and the involvement of students in the formulation and execution of projects are highly encouraged.

Proposals for one-year projects (July 1, 2012-June 30, 2013) must be submitted by an AUB faculty member for smaller projects (less than $5,000) or larger projects (between $5,000 and $10,000).  

Submission of Proposals:
Proposals should be submitted to the Office of Grants and Contracts (OGC) by April 15, 2012, using the Proposal Transmittal & Approval Form for Internal Funding. The form can be found on OGC’s website: http://www.aub.edu.lb/OGC/Pages/forms.aspx
 

Proposal Format:
The proposal must include the following sections:
1. Title of the project and Abstract (not to exceed 200 words).

2. Specific aims (must not exceed one page).
3. Project Description

4. Budget and Budget Justification

5. Appendices

Funding and Grant Duration:

Project duration: One year projects starting on July 1st 2012

Small projects: Up to $5,000

Large Projects: Between $5,000 and $10,000

Non-Allowable Costs:  Projects will not cover costs of infrastructure, equipment, travel to conferences, and salaries of principal investigators.
Review and Decision of Awards:

The Committee will review the proposals and the winning projects will be announced in June 2012.
